Baptism is a sign of God’s love for us.

Your baby’s birth is a time for celebration and joy. So is your
baby’s baptism (or christening). When you smile at your
baby it brings him or her to life: s/he may start to chuckle
and wriggle. God’s smile comes in baptism. It is the sign that
every sin is forgiven, and that we are precious to our
heavenly Father.

Your faith is important.

Your baby was born with your features and will pick up
your mannerisms. As s/he gets older your child will grow
up, too, with your faith. Parents can best prepare for their
child’s baptism by looking at the role of God in their own
lives. If you don’t come regularly to church, your baby can
still be baptized at Saint Andrew’s.
